Even though we have been able to reopen the doors of our campuses for
face -to-face learning , we understand that some families are not yet
comfortable sending their students back to school. For those students and

families seeking a remote learning alternative, we are happ y to continue to

offer the LPCA Virtual S chool program .

LPCA Virtual is a fully -accredited, tuition -free, online public charter school

with open enroliment  for scholars in grades K  -12 located anywhere acros s
the state of Texas.  LPCA Virtual follows the exact same curriculum as our

in person learning.

The LPCA Virtual remote learning experience is designed to meet the needs
of each individual scholar. Our engaging and challenging curriculum is
facilitated by state -certified teachers specially trained in virtual education
techniques.

Changes to Instructional Model

LPCA understand that families may wish to change their instructional
model choice based on Covid -19 developments. These changes can only be

made at the end of each grading period. Scholars residing in the local area
who elect ed to participate in  LPCA Virtu al School may not switch to on
campus learning until the completion of the 9 -week grading period. Parents

are required to contact the Campus Director 2 weeks prior to the end of
the 9 week grading period (during the 7th week of the grading period), by
emai | to request the change. There will be no exceptions to this policy.

Scholars may switch to Virtual learning at any time with 24 -hour notice by
emailing the Campus Director. Once the student transitions to Virtual

learning , they may not switch back to on campus learning until the end of
the 9 weeks grading period (and must do so 2 weeks in advance). If the

student moved to Virtual School in week 8 of the grading period, they must

wait until the end of the next grading period to transition back to on

campus learning.

Note: Students residing outside of the local area can enroll in LPCA virtual
atany time. However s cholars from outside of our geographical boundaries
are not permitted to attend on campus learning.

Students are expected to in  teract with academic content for the amount of
time that matches a regular school day. Students receive an agenda in the
Learning Management System (LMS) that outlines daily schedules,

expected learning activities, and assignments for completion.

1 For K-5, students will learn both synchronous and asynchronous,
participating in 180+ total minutes of learning across core content daily.
Students will engage in 75+ minutes of synchronous academic

instruction daily during small groups/prime time, along with 30 mi nutes
of synchronous community circle/morning routines time. The remainder
of the day, approximately 180+ minutes, will be spent in self -directed

asynchronous instruction leveraging both district created resources and
TEKS-based materials.

1 For6-12, studen ts will participate in more synchronous and
asynchronous learning time than in K -5. Students will complete
approximately 300+ minutes of instruction daily: 180 synchronous
academic instruction (small group/ intervention/tutorials), 15
synchronous community  circle/daily routines, and 180 asynchronous
across all subjects.

91 During asynchronous lear  ning, students are able to progress at their
own pace through the content. The degree of flexibility is tailored to the
grade level (e.g., K -5 schedules may be more prescriptive than 9 -12,
which may allow for more student agency).

All students are expected to engage in both synchronous and asynchronous
instruction within the scheduled times. Students engage with the learning

materials on their own time, interacting intermittently with the teacher via

the computer, other electronic devices, or over the phone . The student will
be able to communicate with the teacher and will also receive some two -
way, real -time, live, instruction during assigned synchronous times.

Through face -to-face instruction combined with remote learning, students
complete daily activitie  s. Proof of participation is demonstrated through
assignments, videos, and photos. Activities include choice boards and self
selected reading and writing.
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Virtual School Meal Service

LPCA is identified as a Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) district for the
2020 -2021 school year. CEP is a federal  service option available to
identified schools that automatically allows those schools to provide

breakfast and lunch to all enrolled children at no charge. Children attending

a school operating CEP receive f  ree breakfast and lunch without families
completing the USDA  meal applications.

Legacy PCA Food and Nutrition Department can provide breakfast and
lunch to district local area scholars that are receiving virtual instruction.

Scholars attending LPCA Virtual from outside of the local area might be
eligible to obtain meals from a participating  school district in their local
area.

Dual Credit Courses

The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (THECB) defines dual credit
as a system in which an eligible high school student enrolls in college
course(s) and receives credit for the course(s) from both the college and

high school. Dual credit courses may be taught on the high school campus
by an approved instructor or on the college campus. Dual credit courses
include both academic and technical courses.

Special Education

Special education scholars are eligible to sign up for LPCA Virtual School.
An ARD will be held to develop an IEP that can be implemented in a virtual
environment and that addresses the same needs as the scholar's current
IEP. Parental inp ut at that ARD will be critical as the parent will have to
help determine what supports are available in the home environment.

Special education facilitators and paraprofessionals will work collaboratively

with the general education facilitators to pr
IEP. They will promote student engagement in the virtual classroom,

and/or develop virtual activitie s with the general education facilitator.The

schedule for classes will parallel the schedule for scholars receiving on -

campus instruction as much as possible. The instruction will be
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appropriate for the schol ar 6 sDirgetringtidicd /i@aaur r i cul u
may be supplemented with activities to be completed by the scholars. The

special education staff will utilize different learning programs to ensure

effective implementation during virtual learning.

Speech Services

Speech and related services will range from utilization of virtual instruction
platforms to collaboration and consultation facilitators to real -time,
multimedia interacti  on with scholars and families. The service providers will
work with general education and special education facilitators reg arding the
expectations for presentati  on of instructional materials. They will also assist
families to understand how to implement appropriate accommodations in the

online environment.

Dyslexia  Services

Scholars receiving dyslexia intervention will meet o n a regular basis with the
Dyslexia Strategist during school hours. The district offers a dyslexia

program to students who meet the eligibility criteria. The Multisensory

Teaching Approach (MTA) coupled with the best practices from Alphabetic

Phonics and S ituational Learning are used as the intervention model. The
Dyslexia Strategist coordinates what is assigned to your child. If any
accommodations are required, those will be communicated; however, you as

the parent can always communicate directly with the Dyslexia Strategist.

Section 504 Services

Scholars who qualify for Section 504 services are eligible to sign up for LPCA

Virtual School. A Section 504 meeting will be held to develop an

accommodation plan that can be implemented in a virtual environment an d
that addresses the same needs as are addressed by the current

accommodation plans. Parental input at that meeting will be critical as the

parent will have to help determine what supports are available in the home
environment.
